ROCK SOCCER CLUB CODE OF CONDUCT – COACHES

Every coach and/or adult is obliged to conduct him or herself along the following guidelines:

I. Present and Promote the Ideals of Sportsmanship, Ethical Conduct and Fair

Play

Be a living example of sportsmanship in every situation presented to you --

Coaches are the primary influence on the players.

Make participation fun.

Be a leader who cares about children and fair play

Maintain a positive attitude.

Treat all players with the same respect regardless of skill level.

Teach players to respect the officials and their teammates.

Winning is desirable - but winning at any cost defeats the purpose of the game.

Remember, the game is supposed to benefit the players -NOT THE ADULTS.

II. Establish and Maintain a Positive Relationship with Officials

IT IS NEVER ACCEPTABLE TO YELL AT A REFEREE..

Respect the official's judgment. DO NOT question any decision by word or

action. Set a good example for your players.

Immediately discipline any player who intimidates an official, or displays

unsportsmanlike behavior toward an official, a player or fan.

Do not attempt to humiliate an official or opponent (e.g., run up the score,

verbally assault an official, another coach or team).

Assume responsibility for parents' behavior towards officials and opponents at

games. Discuss behavior with parents during your first Parent Meeting 

II. The Coach's Personal Behavior

The use of profanity, tobacco, illegal drugs or alcohol in the presence of any

player is prohibited.

Actively discourage players' use of profanity, tobacco, illegal drugs and alcohol.

Coach from your half or side of the field ONLY (no coaches, parents or

spectators behind either end line).

Substitute players from your half or side ONLY.

If possible, position teams on one side of the field and ALL parents & spectators

on the other side.

Communicate - stress the positive, listen to all sides.

Follow your team (last in line) during the post-game handshake.

Be an example; display self-discipline and respect for all players, fellow

coaches and officials.

Demonstrate dignity, self control, and respect toward referees and their

decisions, other coaches and spectators.

ROCK SOCCER CLUB CODE OF CONDUCT – PLAYERS

Every Player is expected to show sportsmanlike behavior

I. Toward Officials:

Respect all decisions made by officials (DO NOT argue, comment or question

any decision made by a referee)

Treat the referee in the same manner you would like to be treated. Ask yourself,

“What if I was the referee?”

Take responsibility for setting a good example for your teammates and spectators.

II. Toward Teammates and Coaches:

Show your willingness to work as part of team

Encourage teammates

Be courteous - without your teammates, there would be no team

Show respect to all teammates regardless of skill

Come prepared, physically, mentally and on time for all practices and games (Show up at the field 30 minutes prior to all game start times.) 

Be ready wearing shin guards, soccer socks, soccer shoes, appropriate shorts and shirts before practice starts or 30 minutes prior to game time.

ALWAYS bring a water bottle/sport drink, energy boosting (high carbohydrate) snack and your ball, if possible. 

· Clean up after yourself and collect your belongings.  No trash should be left on the sidelines.

III. Toward Opponents:

Show respect for your opponents.

Always shake hands at the end of each match

Uncomplimentary remarks to or concerning opponents should never be made.

Opponents are necessary friends - without them, there would be no game.

IV. Toward the Game:

Strive to understand the Laws of the Game. 

Respect the spirit of the Game.

V. Have Fun:

Cheer, try hard, laugh, tell jokes and experience the fun of Team Soccer.

Try a new move or set a new goal every game or practice. Don’t get down if it doesn’t work the first time or if you make a mistake. We’ll never learn if we don’t try and any mistake by any player does not determine the outcome of a game.

VI. Violations:

Violations of above policies may affect my game play time and my practice time. 

Coach reserves the right to charge $1 for the return of each item left at practices or games. Proceeds to be used at our end of the season party.

ROCK SOCCER CLUB CODE OF CONDUCT – PARENTS and SPECTATORS

Please understand that the primary goal is to learn and enjoy the game of soccer and that we are in a Competitive League.  We will strive to win every game but the education, involvement and enjoyment of all players comes first.  We will be teaching many basic and complex soccer skills in a building block format so missing games or practices may leave holes in a player’s education. Realize too that most of our learning will take place at practice and that player “game play time” is a function of player skill, experience, attitude, attendance and the scoreboard.   I will do my best to play everyone as much as I can but we have a full roster and many talented players so playing time may not be equal. 

The following is Adapted from the United States Youth Soccer Association Code of Conduct: 

Parents and Spectators should remember that:

Children have more need of example than criticism

Attempt to relieve the pressure of competition, not increase it. A child is easily

affected by outside influences

Be supportive of the coach. DO NOT COACH FROM THE SIDELINES.  Please give only positive words of encouragement.  Do not give any directions or instructions as you may be in conflict with the message or strategy the coach is trying to give.  Let the Coaches coach.  Let the parents and spectators cheer and support.

The opponents are necessary friends - without them your child could not play.

Applaud good play by your team and by members of the opposing team.  

DO Cheer, Have fun, wear your team colors, show spirit, talk to all parents and HAVE FUN!

Do not openly question an official's judgment or honesty. Officials are symbols

of fair play, integrity and sportsmanship.

Accept the results of each game. Encourage your child to be gracious in victory,

and turn defeat into victory by working towards improvement

Parents are expected to help enforce these policies on the spectator side of the field.  Coach cannot hear or see what is happening over there.  Other teams may not always be in compliance but Rock Soccer Club Parents will always be above reproach! If possible, try to quietly calm any situations caused by our or the other team’s parents.

MAYSA ZERO TOLERANCE POLICY

MAYSA has created the Zero Tolerance Policy in an effort to decrease the abuse of

referees. It is applicable to ALL coaches, players, parents and other spectators.

If a coach, player or spectator is harassing a referee, the referee has the right

to go to the offending team's coach and ask them to control themselves or their

personnel. If this does not resolve the problem, the referee may request the coach to 

ask the offending party to remove him or herself from the game, sidelines or field. If this does not resolve the problem, the referee may suspend play resulting in a forfeit by the offending team.

The offending team may then be subject to further sanctions by the MAYSA Board of Directors. A referee should never approach an offending parent or fan directly. Referees should only communicate with the coach, privately. If a situation occurs where the referee has to suspend play due to unruly behavior, they must send the written details to MAYSA within 48 hours of the incident.
